Risk of accidents 
After releasing the parking 
brake(s), the machine no 
longer has any braking effect! 
Only tow the machine with a 
towbar!

1. Loosen the bolts of the steering col-
umn cover and remove the cover.

2. Disconnect the top 2-pin plug connec-
tion of the travel drive (Fig. 2/1).

3. Connect the adapter cable to the 
power bank and the plug connection 
of the travel drive (Fig. 2/2).

4. Switch on the power bank (Fig. 2/3) 
and set it to 19 V. To do so, press the 
push button until the 19 V range is 
selected. 
The parking brake is released  
audibly.

As long as the power bank is 
connected, the brake remains 
released.

4.1 Towing coupling assembly 
B400 RM/RH

To attach the towbar, the towing cou-
pling must be assembled at the front on 
the right-hand side of the machine.

1. Slide the towing coupling (Fig. 3/1) 
over the tab (Fig. 3/2) underneath 
the bar according to the illustration.

2. Attach the towing coupling with both 
M12x35 hexagon head bolts  
(Fig. 3/3) and secure it with the bolt 
and the split pin (Fig. 3/4).

4.2 Eyebolt assembly

Insert the eyebolt (Fig. 3/5) at the rear 
on the right-hand side of the machine 
through the existing hole and secure it 
with the M12 nut.

4.3 Towbar

The machine can be towed with a 
standard towbar (Fig. 3/6) for cars up to 
3 t.
